    The fine will be reduced to 500 € if the organization of Trekanten International is 
    clearly informed by email at tournament@trekanten.org about the failure to  
    present the required referee(s) no less that 15 days before the tournament. 
 
ENTRY     FIE rules apply: - applies for EFC U23 as well! 
    Entry only via your national federation no later than Sept. 30th 2022. 
 
COVID 19 RULES  In accordance to the decision of FIE COMEX, following measures will be   
    implemented during competition:  
    - Obligatory Facemask wearing, except when fencing, training and eating. 
    - All participants will need to present the organizers with the negative result of  
    one Covid-19 test (PCR or RAT – Rapid Antigen Test), performed within   
    maximum 72 hours before arriving in Denmark.  
    If the COVID-19 situation gets worse FIE might revise measures, in which case  
    the above will be revised accordingly.
